A new classic describes Woodskin best.  The lines make 

a statement in taste and perfection combined in  

leather with natural or stained birch.  The design says 

“use me when you want to make an impression.”

Skin&Bones is an understatement in class.  The design is airy and 

open with a crisscrossing rod superstructure supporting an undulant 

seat and back that promises formfitting comfort.  Although some use a 

100% wool upholstery, the vegetable tanned Tärnsjö leather is the

finishing touch that whispers “exquisite."



Yuki

Design Kaare Falbe

Yuki is a chair for general use 

designed by Kaare Falbe from 

Denmark. The chairs come 

with or without armrests. The 

base is 14-mm steel tubing, 

powder painted or chromed.



Rods

Design Yrjö Wiherheimo

Rods is a piece of furniture designed by Yrjö Wiherheimo for 

lobbies, hallways, corridors, indoor piazzas, balconies, 

terraces and cafés; also galvanized for outdoor use.

The framework for Rods is 10 mm steel rod and the seat and 

backrest are 4-mm steel wire.

The seat and backrest are upholstered in 5 mm polyester felt, 

available in a choice of white, mid-grey, dark grey or black.



Arcus

Design: Timo Ripatti

The generously proportioned arc in the seat and back is a design that offers indulgence. It provides spaciousness while being 

seated, yet limits accessibility but not the impossibility of privacy being interrupted. The Arcus concept simply believes that there 

are times this kind of comfort is simply well deserved. 



Viva

Design Yrjö Wiherheimo

Viva is a chair collection designed by Yrjö Wiherheimo for 

conference rooms as well as for lobbies and other waiting areas.

The chairs come with castors or a round base.

The seat is always fully upholstered and the backrest is available 

fully upholstered or in non-upholstered form-pressed plywood.



Yesbox

Design: Yrjö Wiherheimo

As a simplistic concept in a bold statement, Yesbox bids a welcome to be 

seated in European styling.  Its modularity allows one, two and three seat 

sections to be the centerpiece for a reception area or in an informal setting.  

Handmade craftsmanship accompanies comfort that seems to follow 

the way your body moves.



Soft

Design Kai Korhonen

With the advent of Soft, there is a new way to 

appreciate art – being sensually nestled into it.  

The unique design envelopes the body with a 

feeling of calmness and soothes the ego.  And like 

a modern masterpiece, it presents an invitation to 

be part of the picture as well as a topic of 

conversation. The sofa version broadens the 

appeal.



Unit

Geometry in clean, crisp design signifies Unit.  It 

takes utilitarian up a couple notches to appreciate a 

modular sofa system that 

blends well with any public environment.  One, two, 

three and four seat combinations also take practicality 

into account by leaving the floor space open and 

attaching to a wall.







Rosebud

Design Ilkka Suppanen

Rosebud is a comfortable small armchair in classic style 

designed by Ilkka Suppanen for lobbies and other waiting 

and reception areas.

The shapes of the seat and the thin metal structure in the 

framework give the chair its light and attractive flower-

like appearance.



Vilter

Design: Yrjö Wiherheimo

Vilter spans architectural time and space with a minimalist design that accentuates the 

environment.  It’s a design that fits in well with old wood and brick as well as shining glass 

and marble.  And Vilter is more than a style, it’s a theme.  The concept is extended 

throughout the line’s chairs, stools, and tables.  A graphic felt back can even extend a theme 

into seasons, occasions or even the identity of the facility it is used. 







Bird

A Finnish concept takes a little of the old recognized in a 

wooden chair to provide modern charm.  It extends memories 

of the past into today’s environments that want to mix tradition 

with lasting design.  The gentle sweep of the back and arms 

seem to suspend the chair with its openness.

The 
frame, with or without arms, is made of 10 mm steel rod 
and the seat is formpressed.

Mikkonen. Noon, which was created fi rst, is as traight, completely covered 
lounge chair. The smaller Dawn chair follows the same shape. You only sit 
in a more upright position and thus it is also suitable for conference rooms 
and restaurants.
